Entries for the 2026 show must be made online via the link on our website

. All Entries must be completed online by the
closing date of Wednesday 5" August 2026. Late Entries will only be accepted with
appropriate fees at the discretion of the President.

You must be a paid 2026 Member of Bute Agricultural Society to enter, or pay Show
Membership online as part of the entry process. To compete in any of the BJAC
classes you must have paid a membership to BJAC at least 2 months prior to the
show in both livestock and domestic sections. (Does not include Children’s classes,
Pet classes and Dog classes).

For each set of entries completed (livestock only), 2 people will be permitted entry
via the Competitors Gate on Show Day. You will be issued with an Entry Ticket
Number when you make your entries online. Please quote this number to the
Competitor and Trade Gate Steward to gain entry on the day.

Please indicate during the online entry process if you require any additional stock
assistants. Additional free-entry permissions will be granted on a discretionary
basis as decided by the President. The Gate Steward will allow these additional free
entries when the correct Entry Ticket Number is quoted on arrival at the Competitor
Gate on Show Day.

For Domestic and Industrial Entries 1 person will be permitted free entry when
delivering entries on the morning of the Show.

PLEASE NOTE : Clydesdale Horse Exhibitors and Competitors will have one lorry
parking space allocated on the Show field. Parking of additional lorries or vehicles
will be strictly prohibited to allow sufficient space for exhibits and turning of
haulage floats to ensure complicity with Health & Safety stipulations. Please unload

ANIMAL HEALTH REGULATIONS SHOW CPH No 72-277-8001
The Animal & Plant Health Agency (APHA) has provided the following
guidance to exhibitors

. All Cattle movement to and from shows must be reported by owner to

ScotEID or BCMS within 3 days. All cattle entering the showground must
be accompanied by a passport which must be handed to the secretary
for recording movement on and off the show ground.

. Animals moving to and from a show once in any 13-day period will not

need to be isolated on return home and will not trigger a 13-day stand-
still for any other animal.

. All cattle must be from a BVD negative holding or have individually

tested negative for BVD.

. The Society is required to maintain a record of all exhibitors, persons

handling stock, including Poultry at the show and registration number of
transport vehicles; exhibitors must complete a full list of their

stock handlers and transport carrier on the entry form. The Transport of
Animals (Cleansing and Disinfection) (Scotland) Regulations 2005
applies to vehicles taking stock to and from the Show.

. All sheep must be individually ear tagged/tattooed and individual

numbers reported. Please note two separate notices must be declared
BY EXHIBITOR (the movement onto and off the show ground) and be
submitted to Scottish Animal Movement Unit (SAMU) Government
Buildings, 161 Brooms Road, Dumfries DG1 3ES within 3 days of the
show.
